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Vhat is
Pregnancy Servicest

Pregnancy Services is a program of the Hamilton
County Department of Job and Family Services
(HCJFS) dedicated to helping Medicaid-eligible
pregnant women get prenatal care. The purpose of
the program is to promote healthy pregnancies and
reduce the chances of premature deliveries and low
birth-weight babies.

Who is eligiste for
Pregnancy Servicest

Pregnant women who are Medicaid-eligible can
receive services. Medicaid is state- and federally-
funded health care coverage. HCJFS administers
several Medicaid programs, including Pregnancy
Services, Healthy Start, Healthy Families and
HealthChek. Eligibility for Medicaid and Pregnancy

Services is based on income and family size.
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Pregnancy Services assigns a case manager to each

Medicaid-eligible pregnant woman. Case managers will:

» Help you choose a doctor and schedule
appointments.

= Encourage you to keep your regularly-scheduled
doctors’ appointments.
» Teach you how to take care of yourself and your

children.

m Refer you to Women, Infants and Children
(WIC), a program that provides food and nutri-
tion education for pregnant women, breast-feeding
mothers and children under the age of five.

m Refer you to services that can help with the
barriers you may be experiencing in life, such as:

» Transportation

» Housing

» Drug/Alcohol Addiction
