“Every child deserves a permanent
home and we know there are hundreds of loving families throughout this community who would be
willing to open up their doors and their hearts to our children.”

Hamilton County currently has about 215 children available for adoption. The county’s Children’s
Services division often must take custody of children who are the victims of abuse or neglect and
cannot be safely reunited with their families.
